Town Board Meeting
Minutes of April 12, 2021
· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Klink @ 6:30 pm 
· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Klink
· Minutes– Minutes of March 22, 2021. A motion was made to approve the minutes was made by Fleming/Morris.  Motion carried.
Present: Chairman Klink, Supervisors Herrick, Olson, Fleming and Morris, Highway Superintendent Griffin and Clerk Hann. Absent: Attorney Murn, , Treasurer Kempen

Citizen Comments and Concerns:  Annette Dobb thanked Marilyn Haroldson, Town Plan Commission, and the Town Board for working with the residents on the agreement for Milwaukee Ultimate Club.  She commented on the request that the club communicate with the residents and the fire department for their events.  Chairman Klink stated that a lot of time went into the conditional because the town was aware of the residents’ concerns.  A plan was developed to address traffic flow in and out and he appreciated the residents working with the town.
Old Business:  

Consider/Act on the use of the Town Hall Meeting room.  Chairman Klink asked the board to review application and list.  Supervisor recommended a change to one of points the clarify garbage bags being replaced.  The board will review and put this item on the next board meeting.
New Business:
Consider/Act on Special Event Permit for Craig Kuhtz for an outdoor beer and music tent at Kuhtz’s on July 4th, 2021 from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm.  Chairman recommended that the outdoor activities follow the guidelines of the CDC.  A motion to approve the special event permit for Kuhtz’s on July 4th was made by Herrick/Olson.  Motion carried. 
Consider/Act on Request by Marty Iverson – on Behalf of the Monches Rec Club – for Park Participation Funding – To Purchase/Install Dugout Fencing for Safety of Players & Spectators – Tax Key MRTT 0297-976-001.   Clerk Hann clarified to the board on the request amount. The fence is $ 7,980 and the corrugated top cap is $4,870.  Once complete Monches would be reimbursed for half.  A motion to approve the request for Monches Rec Club to Install Dugout Fencing was made by Fleming/Herrick. Motion carried.
Consider/Act on Special Event Permit for Monches Rec Club, Chicken Fest on June 19th, 2021.  A motion to approve the special event permit for Monches Rec Club for Chicken Fest on June 19, 2021 was made by Fleming/Herrick.  Motion Carried.
Consider/Act on Special Event Permit for Monches Rec Club, Land 0 Lake Championship Games & 100-year celebration on August 21st, 2021.  A motion to approve the special event permit by the Monches Rec Club for Championship Games and 100th year celebration on August 21, 2021 was made by Morris/Herrick.  Motion carried.
Consider/Act on Special Event Permits for Stone Bank Lions 3rd of July Festival at Stone Bank Community Park on July 3rd from 11 am to 12 am. AND 4th of July Parade in Stone Bank from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.  A motion to approve the special event permits for the Stone Bank Lions Club for their July 3rd and July 4th activities was made by Fleming/Olson. Motion carried.
Consider/Act on Conditional Use Request by Scott Severson, on Behalf of Milwaukee Ultimate Club, Inc – To Approve a Plan of Operation and Site Plan, to Operate a Private Outdoor Recreational Facility for Ultimate Frisbee and Other Outdoor Sports on Approximately 40 Acres - Located at N75W30311 Hwy VV– Tax Key MRTT0348-999-002.  Chairman Klink stated that the Town has worked with the Ultimate Club to develop this conditional use and plan of operation.  Supervisor Herrick asked if the issues from residents have be addressed.  Chairman Klink stated the agreement does address a lot however if something comes up in the future Milwaukee Ultimate would update the conditional use.  A motion to approve the Conditional Use for Milwaukee Ultimate Club was made by Morris/Olson. Motion carried.
Consider/Act on Resolution To Approve Seal Coating.  Highway Superintendent Griffin presented the information to the board. Supervisor Morris asked how many miles which is 7.76 miles. A motion to approve the resolution awarding seal coating to Fahrner was made by Fleming/Olson. Motion carried.
Consider/Act on Resolution Commemorating Years of Service to Attorney Chapman and discussion on contribution to Chapman Park.  Chairman Klink stated the Attorney Chapman has been the town attorney for 56 years.  Clerk Hann read the resolution.  A motion to approve the Resolution and contribution commemorating the years of service the Attorney Chapman was made by Herrick/Olson. Motion carried.
Discussion on Policy for Solid Waste and Recycling Options. Chairman Klink stated that is a written policy on solid waste and recycling.  Nothing has been in writing on how to handle a resident’s request to waive out of town wide garbage collection.  No Action taken and will be put on next Town Board meeting to allow board members opportunity to review and ask questions.
Consider/Act on Certified Survey Map of Mike and Elaine Falzone, to remove an internal lot line (lot combination),  Located at N82W28459 Vista Drive, Hartland. MRTT0336-036. A motion to approve the CSM for Mike and Elaine Falzone located at N82W28459 Vista Drive MRTT0336-036 was made by Herrick/Olson. Motion carried.
Clerk, Board, Highway, Treasurer and Attorney Reports. Clerk Hann talked about Board of Review training and recommended the board members to read their Town’s Association Booklet on upcoming training.  There was a 30% turn out for the April 6th Election and Clerk Hann thanked all the election workers for their assistant on election day.  Highway Superintendent Griffin gave an annual update since he will not be at the annual meeting. 2020 was mild year with 27 events and in good shape on the salt budget for 2022 and will be looking at adding liquid treatment for the 2022 budget since the salt will be down.  The new excavator is working out and the new blower received a lot of compliments from residents.  Trees are still a big concern and hopefully are on a downslide.  Supervisor Morris was at a North Lake Management Zoom meeting.  Chairman Klink sent around pictures for the Chapman Park in Oconomowoc.  On May 5, 2021 @ 5:30 at the plan commission meeting there will be a presentation for the subdivision on storm water management
